Over the course of the summer I would like each of you to keep a reading log as well as read Sharon Creech’s Walk Two Moons. Before you read, you will be assigned a comprehension packet that each student must complete. You may use the packet to write down and take notes for each question but all final answers must be typed using 12-point font Times New Roman. 
In addition to the comprehension packet, students must also complete a multi paragraph essay that will show their understanding of the novel. (The minimum paragraph requirement is five.) The essay should include a proper introduction and conclusion, as well as multi paragraph support. You must have at least three quotes and you must pick one of the following themes to focus on:
-The Role of Stories in Human Experience
-The Past’s Intrusion into the Present
-Empathy as a Source of Understanding
-Nature as a Source of Comfort and Strength
Make sure that when you write your essay, you underline your thesis and provide ample support from the novel. It must also be written in 12-point font Times New Roman, have a non-boring appropriate title and have the proper middle school heading.  
Although only one book has been assigned, students are strongly encouraged to read other supplemental material in preparation for next year. 
The comprehension packet, essay and reading log with be due on the first day of Language Arts/Reading Literature.

Non-Boring Creative Title
	When formatting your document, it is imperative you follow the correct rules. To begin with, you need to make sure you use the correct heading. Please make sure that you align the heading on the right hand side of the paper, do not use tab. You should only use the tab button to indent the start of a new paragraph. 
	Formatting your paper is the next step. There are a few items you will need to make sure you complete. The first thing is to double-space your document. On the menu bar you should select Format. Once you pull down that menu, please select Paragraph and select double space under the line spacing option. 
	After you DoubleSpace your document, you need to adjust the margins. In order to this you will need to go to Format again. This time you will select Document. The margins for right, left, top and bottom all need to be set at one-inch. You can press the down arrow three times to accomplish that part of the formatting. 
	For all formal essays you should also include a header. This does not need to go on assignments that require a middle school heading though. You would put a middle school heading on any typed homework assignment, but you would put a header on a research report. To format the header, go to the View portion of the menu bar. Select Header and Footer from the menu. You will need to use the alignment option and move your cursor to the right, or select Align Text Right, similar to how you would do for a proper heading. You will type your last name and press the space bar. After you have typed your last night you should open up the Toolbox. The header and footer options should be selected. The first option under Insert looks like a piece of paper with a number sign. Select that option to insert a page number in the upper right hand corner of the page. 
	Finally, you should make sure you use the proper font size and type. Font should be Times New Roman. The font size should remain 12 throughout the document, including the title of the assignment. Teachers are not blind; we do not need size 18 font for any portion of the assignment. 
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
