 Course Description

Welcome to a challenging year of mathematics. You are beginning an exciting experience that I hope will make math your favorite period of the day. I ask that you give each assignment your best effort, ask questions when you are uncertain and open your mind to new ideas. I am confident that all students who apply themselves will be successful this year. The main goal of this class involves understanding, writing, solving, and understanding the applications and concepts of 6th grade math.  Students will learn how to compare and order positive and negative fractions, decimals, and mixed numbers. They will write verbal expressions and sentences as algebraic expressions and equations; they will evaluate algebraic expressions, solve simple linear equations, and graph and interpret their results. Students will also deepen their understanding of the measurement of plane and solid shapes and use this understanding to solve problems. They will learn to solve problems employing all these techniques, and they will extend their mathematical reasoning in many important ways, including justifying steps in an algebraic procedure and checking algebraic arguments for validity.
