What are we learning?

Language Arts:

This week, the class will be practicing their dictionary skills as well as learning about adverbs. Adverbs are parts of speech that describe a verb. They answer the following four questions: how, when, where, to what extent). We will be looking at how adverbs and adjectives (describe a noun) are different and work on using both to decorate our sentences. 
**I ask you to please work with your students on adjectives, adverbs, nouns, and verbs so that we can solidify their understanding of sentence writing and begin working on paragraphs!

Students will also continue working on their pen pal letters and practice of friendly letter writing. 

Math:
This week, we are wrapping up Chapter 3 Data & Graphs: Using Operations by looking at circle graphs, line plots, and Venn diagrams. Students will also work in groups to conduct a survey and create a graph using the data they collect from that survey. **This will take place instead of a chapter test. 

Social Studies:
We are continuing to work on our storyboards this week.
