Concepts to know:
1. When an animal reproduces, its offspring will be the same kind of animal (ex. turtle produces a turtle).
2. The life cycle of a butterfly and a frog.
3. Students need to know the difference between an inherited trait (ex. their size, shape, or color) and a learned trait (ex. how to find food, balancing a ball). 
a. They should also be able to provide an example of each.
4. Explain how animals are alike and different (sizes, kind, color, & shape).
5. Understand that life cycles of different animals are alike and different (ex. a mouse is born alive while a bird hatches from an egg).
6. Sequence animal life cycles (see attached sheet (Frog, Ant, Butterfly, & Owl) for practice).
7. Use the word individual to write a complete sentence to tell why offspring (babies) in one family may not look exactly like their mother.
8. When given the four stages of a butterfly’s life cycle, students should be able to order them correctly (1. Egg, 2. Larva (may know it as a caterpillar), 3. Pupa (also known as a chrysalis), 4. Butterfly (may know it as an adult)).
a. Students will be asked to explain, in a complete sentence or two, each stage of the butterfly’s life cycle (see metamorphosis flip book to get an idea of what they should know/be familiar with).
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
