Course Description
Welcome to a challenging year of mathematics. You are beginning an exciting experience that I hope will make math your favorite period of the day. I ask that you give each assignment your best effort, ask questions when you are uncertain and open your mind to new ideas.  The main goal of this class, Pre-Algebra, is to give you the foundations necessary for Algebra.  We will cover integers, ratios, equations, rational numbers, linear equations, inequalities, functions, geometry, and maybe some statistics.
Lastly, there will be a constant emphasis on arithmetic skills and their applications.
