6th Grade Reading Log Information

The State of California has set the standard for student reading at one million words annually by the time a student reaches grade eight.  To help meet this standard, each student is expected to participate in individual reading throughout each trimester.  Record your weekly reading in the form attached. The expectation is that you will spend 60 minutes per week reading. Within these 60 minutes of reading, 40 of those minutes must be outside of your assigned school reading during the first trimester.  You may record 20 minutes of school related reading on your reading log.  Keep in mind, however, you are required to finish two books this trimester.  The first book is a historical fiction book and the second book will be nonfiction. 

Filling Out Your Reading Log:
Each entry will contain specific information about the materials you read. This will include the title, the author, and the number of pages in the text. You will also need to have a parent/guardian signature on each reading log form. You may include your reading for your two reading log books, assigned reading for a specific subject, newspapers, magazines, etc. 

Two Novel Assignments
For each book you read, you will also be required to complete a project. For the first book, a summary will need to be written. The summary should be at least three paragraphs, but should not exceed two typed pages. The summary should be a shortened version of the story. Remember you do not have to provide every detail in the story, only the main events and ideas. You will also need to write a personal response. This response should focus on a character in your book. You will be doing a characterization essay. This will include an introduction, three body paragraphs, and a conclusion. You must choose three character traits that a main character in your historical fiction novel exhibits and discuss examples of these traits and the importance of these particular traits to the story. A rubric will be given for this essay before we leave for Christmas Break.  The second assignment will be a newsletter. You will receive a separate assignment sheet on Tuesday, January 17th. Five weeks will be given to read each book and complete the assigned project.  Students should budget four weeks to read the book and one week to complete the project. 

Reading logs will be due every Friday in class. If a log is late, it can be turned in the following school day. The log will still require a parent signature as well. 

Personal Response and Summary due Friday, January 13th 
Newsletter due Friday, February 17th 

Please download the Reading Log forms from Ms. Inkster’s Language Arts website. There will be extra copies available in the classroom, but they will be limited. The historical fiction book should be grade level appropriate.  All books should be at least 120 pages. If you are unsure if a book you are choosing fits the requirement, please ask Ms. Inkster before you read. I will have special requirements that I will go over regarding the nonfiction book as we approach the second book.

Reading Logs will go towards Homework for your Literature grade and are worth 10 points each. 
Each project you complete will be worth 50 points and will go towards Quizzes/Projects.  

The “Log” portion can be filled out for all reading, not just the books you choose for your two novels. Projects are only for the two novels you choose for this portion of the assignment. If you complete your selected novel in the middle of the assignment period, you are still required to continue reading. 
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
